So I think the ‘Unexpected City’ is
also the city in transition and the city of the future.”  

The participants will choose a site of around 4,000 m2 for their projects and can define its
characteristics. 

PRIZES
Twelve prizes will be awarded: one First Prize of around $10,000; three Second Prizes of
around $5,000; eight Third Prizes of around $1,700. Twenty Honourable Mentions will also
be attributed.
